Welcome back to the Summer Term - our final Term in Year 2 and in Key Stage Il This
term we have lots o look Forward to as we embark on our ‘Create’ prgject and our new
‘Big Question’ - Does art reflect the world around us?

This term we will have a creative Focus on ‘the arts’ which includes both art and music.

' In art, we will explore ‘sculpture and 3D’ by using clay To design and

| represent homes and houses in the world around us. Children will
learn o use the ‘scratch and slip’ Technique, to join clay by
impressing’ and joining’ and to add detail and pattern to their

" artwork in different ways.

Children will also explore map making through ‘craft and design’.
Children will investigate maps as a stimulus for drawing before
using and making a range of materials to create and
communicate their own maps, reflecting the world around us.
This links nicely To the work we did in Geography at the start of
the year as part of our Explore’ project.

In music, children will explore the big question through the tools of composition and
improvisation. In composition, children will invent a musical story show how music teaches
us about our neighbourhood. In improvisation, skills will be linked To how music connects
us with our environment.

English
To support our praject, we wil begin The Term by exploring the story
‘The Bear and The Piano’ by David Lichfield. This is a wonderful story
about a young bear who stumbles upon a piano (something he has never
seen before) in the Forest. As time passes, he teaches himself how to
play the strange instrument and the bear’s piano playing makes him a
huge star, but he misses the friends and family he has left behind. Could
it be That money and celebrity are not everything?

Through the text, children will write fact files about different members of an animal
orchestra, news reports about the bear’s concert and their own narrative about a
different animal and a talent of their ownl




Of course, we wil continue our focus on basic skills, letter formation, spelling and
handwriting. Please look at the links on our class page for ways in which to support your
child with their writing at home.

Reading

Please continue to read with your child regularly and log their reading either via the Go
Read app or in Their paper diary. Children should continue to have their reading folders in
school daily so that we are able to read with them and change books throughout the
week.

We will continue to visit The Ravenshead Library this half term. Please look out for dates
(coming soon) and let us know if you are available To support with this.

Maths
In maths, we will continue To follow The White Rose programme of work. This ferm we
will be focussing on:

Measurement (length, height, mass, capacity and temperature)

Time (to the nearest 5 minutes)

Staftistics

By the end of Year 2, children should know their Zs, 5s and I0s confidently and be able to
count in 3s.

To support at home, please log on o ‘Numbots' and ‘Times Table Rock Stars’ regularly
with your child. You can also support us by helping to teach your child to tell the time (to
the nearest 5 minutes) on an analogue clock.
