Position and direction

By the end of Year 4, children are expected o know all of their times tables up
to 12x12, which is essential for future success in mathematics.. You can support
your child at home by continuing to practise their times tables, asking random
times tables questions or encouraging regular sessions on TT Rock Stars. Times
tables practice will also be beneficial to support our preparations for the
statutory multiplication check, which Year 4 children across the country will take
between the end of May and the beginning in June. We recommend the
Soundcheck game on TT Rock Stars which replicates the check so children know
exactly what to expect.

PE will continue Take place on Mondays (with Mrs Durham) and Tuesdays (with Mr
Martin), beginning with cricket and tennis. Children should continue to come into
school in Their correct school PE kits on these days. Please ensure that long hair
is Tied back on these days and that children are not wearing any jewellery
(including earrings).
