Easter Islands, also called Rapa Nui, is famous for the magnificent statues, which are called moais.
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Chilean People
Three out of four Chileans live in central Chile.
The majority of Chileans (85%) live in urban areas.  
Most Chileans are of mixed Spanish and native American ancestry, however, today only 30% refer to being mestizo (of mixed ancestry) and 11% refer to belonging to indigenous groups.
The biggest indigenous group are called Mapuche. Other indigenous groups are the Rapa Nui on Easter Island or the Aymara people.
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
